Croatia continues defence in Zagreb
The Croatian Tennis Association confirmed that Dom Sportova in Zagreb will stage the Davis Cup by BNP Paribas World
Group quarterfinal between Croatia and Argentina on 7-9 April.  The tie will be played indoors on carpet, with a seating
capacity of 5000.

The Croatian team returns to the Zagreb arena for the first time since February 2003, when Ivan Ljubicic won all three
rubbers in a 4-1 World Group first round victory over USA. The Croats are currently on a seven-tie winning run at home that
extends back to September 1999, when the team lost a Zonal Group I relegation play-off to Portugal, also in Zagreb.

This is only the second meeting between the two nations, with Argentina winning 3-2 on clay in Buenos Aires in the 2002
quarterfinals, after Gaston Gaudio defeated Ivo Karlovic in the deciding fifth rubber. Both nations are looking to reach
the semifinals for the second successive year, Argentina going out at the stage in 2005 to eventual runner-up Slovak
Republic.

The same weekend, 16 nations will bid to qualify for September’s World Group Play-offs when they take part in Zonal
