Federer bids for fifth Wimbledon title
Roger Federer is bidding for a fifth successive men’s singles title at the 2007
Wimbledon Championships, which begin today at the All England Club in London.

Top seed Federer is attempting to become the first man since Bjorn Borg in 1976-80
to win Wimbledon five years in a row, Borg becoming the only man to achieve this
feat since the abolition of the Challenge Round.  Having missed Halle, the Swiss
player is also bidding to become the first champion not to have played a grass-court
warm-up event since Andre Agassi in 1992.

Roland Garros champion and last year’s beaten finalist Rafael Nadal is seeded No.
2, and has the chance to become the first player since Borg to win back-to-back
titles at Paris and Wimbledon.  Andy Roddick, who claimed his fourth Queen’s title a
week ago, is seeded No. 3 and on course for a semifinal showdown with Federer, his conqueror at Wimbledon for three
of the past four years.

Federer is one of only two Wimbledon champions in the draw, with 2002 winner Lleyton Hewitt seeded No. 16 and in line
for a fourth round meeting with No. 4 seed Novak Djokovic.

Amelie Mauresmo defends her women’s title, having lifted the crown with a three-set victory over Justine Henin last year.
The two players could meet in the final again this year, with Henin seeded No. 1, and Mauresmo seeded No. 4 in the
bottom half of the draw. The Belgian, who is looking for her first Wimbledon victory to complete a career Grand Slam,
earned a morale-boosting victory over Mauresmo in the final at Eastbourne on Saturday.

Mauresmo is one of five former champions in a women’s draw that also includes 2004 winner Maria Sharapova; three-
time titleist Venus Williams; her sister Serena Williams, a winner in 2002-03; and 1997 champion Martina Hingis.
