THE WOMEN’S WORLD CUP OF TENNIS

The Billie Jean King Cup by BNP Paribas is the women’s world cup of tennis, with 127 nations entered in 2022.
The Fed Cup was renamed the Billie Jean King Cup in September 2020 — the first time a major global team
competition had been named after a woman and the beginning a new era for the historic tournament.

In addition to being a global campaigner for equality who has dedicated her life to fighting discrimination in all its
forms, Billie Jean King was a member of the victorious USA team at the first edition of the competition in London
in 1963. She remains the most-successful individual in the competition’s history having won a total of 10 titles
(7 titles as a player, including one as a playing captain, and a further 3 titles as captain).

WHAT’S AT STAKE THIS WEEKEND?
The 14 teams in action this weekend are competing to secure a place at the 2022 Billie Jean King Cup by BNP
Paribas Finals.

The 7 winning nations from this weekend’s Qualifiers will advance to the 2022 Finals, where they will compete
alongside the 4 nations who have already secured a place at the Finals — 2021 runners-up Switzerland, as well
as Australia, Belgium and Slovakia. The 2022 Finals will be held on 8-13 November and the host nation for the
Finals will be announced in due course.

The 7 losing nations from this weekend’s tie will compete in the Play-offs on 11-12 November, alongside the 7

best-performing teams from the regional Group | events (3 teams from Europe/Africa Group |, 2 teams from
Asia/Oceania Group | and 2 teams from Americas Group ).

COMEBACKS FROM 0-2 DOWN
There have been just 7 comebacks from 0-2 down since the best of five format was adopted in 1995. France
recorded the most recent 0-2 comeback by defeating Italy 3-2 in the 2015 World Group first round.

TOP TIEBREAKS

Since the introduction of the tiebreak in 1980, there have never been more than 5 tiebreaks in a best-of-5-match
tie. This has happened twice before: Italy d. Australia 4-1, 2011 World Group first round and Czech Republic
d. Australia 4-0, 2013 World Group first round.

TIE FORMAT

All ties in the Qualifiers are played as best-of-5 matches, while all live matches are played as best-of-3 tiebreak
sets. On the first day of play, the home nation’s No. 1 player will face the away nation’s No. 2 player in singles
and vice versa. (NB the draw to determine the order of matches on the opening day will be made on Thursday).
On the second day of play, the first match will be a singles match between the nations’ No. 1 players, followed by
a singles match between the nations’ No. 2 players, followed by a doubles match.

If the tie is decided after 3 matches, the doubles match will be played with no-ad scoring and a match tiebreak in

place of a third set. If a tie is decided after 4 matches, the doubles match will not be played unless both captains
and the referee agree to play the match.

A 12th meeting for Italy and France. France have dominated the rivalry, which dates back to 1970, for all but 3
years, with the Italians recording 3 consecutive victories between 2006 and 2009. France have won the nations’
2 most-recent clashes — including a comeback from 0-2 down in a World Group first round tie in February 2015,
which remains the last successful comeback from 0-2 down by any nation in the competition.

Italy and France are 2 of the 4 nations (alongside Australia and Great Britain) to have competed in every edition
of the Billie Jean King Cup since the competition was established in 1963.

Italy — Team Information

e ITALY are bidding to reach the Billie Jean King Cup Finals for the first time. They are also making their first
appearance in the Qualifiers this year.

e During the 2020-21 Billie Jean King Cup season, Italy contested Europe/Africa Group | for the first time
since 1997 winning promotion at the event in Tallinn in February 2020 after recording victories against Austria,
Estonia, Greece and Croatia. They subsequently recorded a 3-1 victory over Romania in the Play-offs in Cluj-
Napoca in April 2021 to advance to the Qualifiers this year.

e ltaly are bidding to extend a 5-tie Billie Jean King Cup winning streak. The team have not lost in the
competition since falling to Russia in the 2019 World Group Il play-offs.

o ltaly are 4-time Billie Jean King Cup champions — winning the title in 2006 (d. Belgium), 2009 (d. USA),
2010 (d. USA) and 2013 (d. Russia). They are bidding to become the 5th nation to win the title on 5 or more
occasions this season — after USA (18 titles), Czech Republic (11), Australia (7) and Spain (5).

e ltaly are one of only four nations to have competed in every Billie Jean King Cup season — alongside
Australia, France and Great Britain.

e ltaly are ranked No. 17 on the Billie Jean King Cup Nations Ranking. They dropped as low as No. 24 in
April 2019 — their lowest position since the rankings were introduced in November 2002. They have held the
No. 1 ranking for 2 separate spells — from November 2009 to April 2012 and again from November 2013 to
April 2014.

FRANCE are bidding to reach the Billie Jean King Cup Finals for the 2nd time.

During the 2020-21 Billie Jean King Cup season, France competed as defending champions at the Finals
in Prague. They lost both ties they contested — 2-1 defeats to both Canada and Russian Tennis Federation —
and finished in 3rd place in Group A.

France won their 3rd Billie Jean King Cup title in 2019. The team defeated Belgium and Romania before
recording a 3-2 victory against Australia in the final in Perth, with Caroline Garcia and Kristina Mladenovic
winning the decisive doubles match. As 2019 champions, they qualified automatically for the Finals this year.

France have won the Billie Jean King Cup title on 2 other occasions —in 1997 (d. Netherlands) and 2003
(d. USA). They have also finished runners-up on 3 occasions — in 2004-05, falling to Russia on both occasions,
and 2016 (I. Czech Republic).

France are one of only four nations to have competed in every Billie Jean King Cup season — alongside
Australia, Great Britain and Italy.

France’s victory in the 2019 final saw them rise to No. 1 on the Billie Jean King Cup Nations Ranking, but

the team dropped to No. 2 after the 2021 Finals. They also held the No. 1 ranking between November 2003
and July 2005.

This is their 2nd appearance in the
Qualifiers, having defeated Latvia at this stage in 2020.

e During the 2020-21 Billie Jean King Cup season, USA qualified for the Finals after defeating Latvia 3-2 in
the 2020 Qualifiers in Everett. The team fell to Slovakia 2-1 but then defeated Spain 2-1 to finish in first place
in Group C at the Finals, before falling to Russian Tennis Federation 2-1 in the semifinals.

e USA have won 6 of their last 7 Billie Jean King Cup ties. Since the beginning of the 2016 season, their only
defeat in a home Billie Jean King Cup tie came in the 2019 World Group first round, when they fell to Australia
3-2 in Asheville.

e USA have won more Billie Jean King Cup ties than any other nation. They will bid to win their 155th tie
this weekend.

e USA have been crowned Billie Jean King Cup champion 18 times — more than any other nation. They won
their 18th title — and first since 2000 — in 2017, defeating Belarus 3-2 in the final in Minsk, with Shelby
Rogers/CoCo Vandeweghe defeating Aryna Sabalenka/Aliaksandra Sasnovich in the decisive doubles match.

e POLAND are bidding to reach the Billie Jean King Cup Finals for the first time. They are making their first
appearance in the Qualifiers.

e During the 2020-21 Billie Jean King Cup season, Poland won promotion at the Europe/Africa Group | event
in Luxembourg in February 2020 after recording victories against Slovenia, Turkey and Sweden. The team
then defeated Brazil 3-2 in the Play-offs in Bytom in April 2021 to advance to the Qualifiers this year.

e Poland are bidding to extend a 6-tie winning streak. The team have not lost since falling to Russia in their
first group stage tie at the 2019 Europe/Africa Group | event in Zielona Gora.

e Poland’s best Billie Jean King Cup result is reaching the last 8 on 2 occasions — when they reached the
quarterfinals in 1992 (I. Germany) and when they competed in the World Group in 2015, falling to Russia in
the first round.

e Poland are ranked No. 19 on the Billie Jean King Cup Nations Ranking. They reached their highest ranking
of No. 7 in April 2014.

Romania — Team Information

e ROMANIA are bidding to reach the Billie Jean King Cup Finals for the first time. They are making their 2nd
appearance in the Qualifiers, having fallen to Russia in the 2020 Qualifiers.

e During the 2020-21 Billie Jean King Cup season, Romania fell to Russia 3-2 in the Qualifiers in Cluj-Napoca
in February 2020 and to Italy in the Play-offs in Cluj-Napoca in April 2021. As the highest-ranked losing nation
in the 2021 Play-offs, Romania were given a place in the Qualifiers this year to replace former 2020-21 Finals
host Hungary.

¢ Romania are bidding to end a 3-tie Billie Jean King Cup losing streak. In addition to their defeats to Russia
and Italy in 2020-21, they also fell to France in the 2019 semifinals in Rouen. Their last victory in the
competition came against Czech Republic in the 2019 World Group first round in Ostrava.

e Romania’s best Billie Jean King Cup result is reaching the semifinals on 2 occasions — on their debut in the
competition in 1973 (I. South Africa) and in 2019 (l. France).

e Romania are currently ranked at No. 11 on the Billie Jean King Cup Nations Ranking. They were ranked
inside the Top 10 between February 2018 and November 2021, reaching their highest-ever ranking of No. 5
in February 2019.
